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2009 – 2010 INDOOR SOCCER SEASON

Notes to Parents

The following are answers to commonly asked questions:

Q: What are the age groupings for indoor soccer?

A: We have 3 divisions in indoor soccer and they are divided as follows –


U11 for boys and girls turning 9, 10, and 11 in 2010 (i.e. born 1999, 2000 and 2001)


U14 for boys and girls turning 13, 14, and 15 in 2010 (i.e. born 1996, 1997, and 1998)

U18 for boys and girls turning 15, 16, 17, and 18 in 2010 (i.e. born 1992, 1993, 1994 and 1995)

Q: What days do the divisons play on?

A:  All games are played at The Aud on the Simcoe Fairgrounds. 

U18 Division plays Monday nights at 7, 8 or 9 P.M.
U11 Division plays Tuesday nights at 6, 7 or 8 P.M.

U14 Division plays Wednesday nights at 6, 7 or 8 P.M.

Q: What about practices?

A: In general there are no practices as local facilities are at a premium and the Club has no budget for additional rental of floor space. An individual coach may decide to pursue a gym at a school or church and hold practices but this is solely at his/her discretion.

Q: What happens if there is a snow storm?

A: If it is snowing at your house don’t assume automatic cancellation of games that night. Our players come from a large area, including Simcoe, Pt. Dover, Waterford and surrounding areas, and inclement weather is often quite localized. 

The Indoor Coordinator (or in his absence, the Club Manager) decides whether games are to be cancelled due to inclement weather. In this case, the Indoor Coordinator will call all coaches and ask them to contact his/her parents. The Indoor Coordinator will also contact the CD98.9 newsroom and ask that the cancellations be broadcast to the community.

Q: Are there make-up games for nights when games are cancelled due to snowstorms?

A: We don’t guarantee make-up games as the availability of the Aud is very limited. We will strive to do our best to schedule make-up games but understand that it is not guaranteed that they will happen.

Q: How long is the season?

A: This year we have our first games on November 25th (U14), November 30th (U18), and December 1st (U11). The season ends the last week of March 2010.

In total we play 15 weeks. 
Note that some weeks there is no play – this includes Christmas holidays and weeks that the Fair Board has other events booked. We do play over Spring Break however.
Q: Where will scores and standings be posted?

A: Convenors will post weekly standings on our website (www.simcoesoccer.ca) and on the bulletin board at the Aud. Standings and game scores are also sent to the Simcoe Reformer and often published in Tuesday’s Times-Reformer.
